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Instructions & Guidelines for Allotted Candidates — MBBS Admissions 2021-22

Candidates, who have been allotted seat in All India Institute of Medical Sciences Mangalagiri for MBBS
by the Directorate General of Health Services (DGHS) through centralized common counseling, should
report at All India Institute of Medical Sciences Mangalagiri on or before the last date of reporting as per
MCC guidelines.

Due to COVID-19 pandemic, the below Special Instructions are to be followed by candidates while
reporting physically:

Screening will be done for all candidates at the AIIMS Mangalagiri Dharmashala entrance. Our security
staff will be present at the entrance.

From there, candidates will be directed to room No. 002 Dharmashala building (Ground Floor) AIIMS
Mangalagiri where Admission Reporting, Document Verification & Registration will be done.

Candidates should wear masks compulsorily.

Candidates should bring their Provisional Allotment Letter issued by DGHS, original certificates
Candidates without original certificates/documents shall not be allowed to undertake admission
process and same will be intimated to DGHS.

Reporting Venue: Dharmashala Building— Ground floor (Room No.002)
Reporting Time: 10.00 am to 05.00 pm as per MCC scheduled time table.

College/University and come for admission with a certificate stating that "their original
certificates are deposited with the Institute / College / University" will not be allowed to take
admission in allotted Medical/Dental College.
