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Brief Introduction of the Institute:

All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Mangalagiri, Andhra Pradesh has been
established under the Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojna (phase 1V)
and is located in Mangalagiri (Guntur district) of Andhra Pradesh in the midst
of the Picturesque hillocks in the Tadepalli reserve forest in Mangalagiri. The
project is spread over 183 acres of land. The approved project cost is
Rs. 1618 crores.

AIIMS Mangalagiri has commenced its Academic Session 2018-19 from
temporary campus at Government Siddhartha Medical College, Vijayawada.
The temporary campus is expected to be operational for two years. The
necessary faculty and state of the art equipment required are in place for an
effective teaching- learning experience for the students. The OPD services in
the hospital are operational in the permanent campus and cover all the basic

specialties and the necessary lab and pharmacy support.

Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojana (PMSSY) was first launched in
March 2006 under Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India
with the primary objective of correcting the imbalances in availability of
affordable/reliable tertiary level healthcare in the country in general and to

augment facilities for quality medical education in the under-served States.

Under the scheme, the Government of India has envisaged setting up new
AIIMS to provide major thrust for creation of advanced tertiary healthcare
infrastructure, medical education and research facilities in different parts of

the country.

To facilitate creation of these very important institutions in the country the
Government of India has legislated AIIMS Act under which these AIIMS are

established. In terms of the provisions of the Act, these new AIIMS are called

MANGALAGIRI
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Institutes of National Importance and are to function as Autonomous
Institutions under Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of

India.

The objectives for setting up of the new AIIMS as enshrined in the Act are as

below:

a) To develop patterns of teaching in undergraduate and postgraduate
medical education in all its branches so as to demonstrate a high
standard of medical education to all medical colleges and other allied
institutions in India.

b) To bring together in one place educational facilities of the highest
order for the training of personnel in all important branches of health
activity; and

c) To attain self-sufficiency in postgraduate medical education.

For promotion of above objects, AIIMS have been envisioned to undertake
following activities:

i.  Provide for undergraduate and postgraduate teaching in the science of
modern medicine and other allied sciences, including physical and
biological sciences;

ii. Conduct experiments in new methods of medical education, both
undergraduate and postgraduate, in order to arrive at satisfactory
standards of such education;

iii.  Provide facilities for research in the various branches of such sciences;

iv.  Train teachers for the different medical colleges in India.

The new AIIMS institutions have been envisaged in times to come, to take
leadership position in the matter of advanced tertiary healthcare, medical
education and research, particularly focusing on research and regions specific

medical and healthcare issues.

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In addition, with the active assistance of Mentor, AIIMS Raipur and handholding
by PMSSY, MoH & FW, the DD Administration commenced AIIMS, Mangalagiri
office in temporary campus of Siddhartha Medical College (22"March 2018),

obtained statutory registrations like PAN, TAN, GSTIN; opened necessary bank
accounts, processed Bills including salary bills for payment to faculty and non-
faculty and discharged financial duties ordinarily assigned to Financial Advisor.
The first batch of MBBS students commenced their academic session from 30™
August 2018. After assumption of charge by Director, AIIMS in January 2019,
the DD Admin was also assigned additional charge of Financial Advisor, in order
to enable presentation of administrative and financial matters to Director, AIIMS

Mangalagiri.

The administration coordinated the Project work of construction by organizing
meetings amongst the Executing Agency, Design Consultant, Procurement
Supply agency and the state Government from time to time.

Pain Relief Clinic:

Pain is the most important symptom that brings a patient to the doctor and if
inadequately treated can have a devastating effect on the quality of life of the
patients. This is all the more important in cases of chronic pain and it is
imperative that this pain is treated adequately while at the same time
ensuring that the adverse effects from drugs are kept at a minimum. Pain
relief clinic started functioning following the inauguration of OPD in AIIMS,
Mangalagiri in March 2019. It is functioning under the Department of
Anaesthesiology.

The scope of this clinic presently is to cater its services to patients with
chronic pain. Pain Relief Clinic is one of its kind in this part of the state and
the services offered are exclusive. The pain clinic has successfully managed
pain conditions like trigeminal neuralgia, glossopharyngeal neuralgia, chronic
back aches, chronic headaches, tendinitis, neuropathies with the help of drugs

& nerve blocks. Weekly telephonic feedback is taken from the patients to

monitor their progress and ensure that they remain pain free.

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Non communicable diseases (NCDs) Clinic:

Non communicable diseases (NCDs) are major cause (71%) of death globally
and 1 in 4 Indians are at risk of dying from an NCD before they reach the age
of 70. Considering the burden of NCDs, Department of Community and Family
Medicine, All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Mangalagiri started a Non
communicable diseases clinic to provide comprehensive NCD care such as risk
factor screening and management, screening and integrated management for
the major NCDs such as Diabetes Mellitus, Hypertension, and Chronic
respiratory diseases. The clinic works in Community and Family Medicine OPD,
AIIMS Mangalagiri from 09:00AM-04:30PM on all working days.

Adult Immunization clinic:

Department of Community and Family Medicine, All India Institute of Medical
Sciences Mangalagiri, along with other services planned to start Adult
Vaccination clinic. Under this initiative the following vaccines which will be
made available are: Tetanus diphtheria toxoid (Td), Diphtheria Tetanus
Pertussis (dTaP) vaccine, Hepatitis B Vaccine, Measles Mumps Rubella (MMR)
Vaccine, Influenza Quadrivalent Vaccine, Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine
(PCV13)/Pneumococcal Polysaccharide Vaccine (PPSV23), Meningococcal
Quadrivalent Vaccine (A,C,Y,W135/MPSV4), Typhoid Vaccine, Japanese
Encephalitis vaccine, Rabies vaccine and Varicella Vaccine (Chicken Pox). The
department is in the process of procuring Ice Lined Refrigerator (ILR) to
maintain cold chain of the vaccines. Currently Tetanus diphtheria toxoid (Td),
Diphtheria Tetanus Pertussis (dTaP) vaccine, and Hepatitis B Vaccine vaccines
has been available at nominal cost in Community and Family Medicine OPD,
AIIMS Mangalagiri from 09:00AM-01:00PM on all working days.

The central diagnostic lab is being run jointly along with Hind Labs vide a MoU
signed with AIIMS Mangalagiri. Hind Labs being the service provider is
supplying all the manpower and equipment required whereas the validation of

equipment and results is being done by faculty of AIIMS Mangalagiri.

Biochemistry: Investigation panel includes routine biochemical tests, thyroid

function tests, hormones, vitamin assays and others.

Microbiology: Investigations include serological tests, screening for STDs,

immunological tests, bacteriological cultures.

Pathology: Investigations include routine haematological indices, cytology,
and histopathology.

State of the art equipment has been procured by Hind labs which include Dry
chemistry analyzers, fully automated analyzers, chemi-luminescence

immunoassay and cell counter with further scope of expansion into newer

machine and technology.
