Bid validity: -

a) The bids shall remain valid for acceptance for a period of 180 days (One hundred
and Eighty days) after the date of tender opening prescribed in the tender
document. Any tender valid for a shorter period shall be treated as unresponsive
and rejected.

b) In exceptional cases, the bidders may be requested by the purchaser to extend the
validity of their tenders up to a specified period. Such request(s) and responses
thereto shall be conveyed by email.

Scrutiny and Evaluation of Tenders:-

a) Tenders will be evaluated on the basis of the terms & conditions already incorporated
in the tender document, based on which tenders have been received and the terms,
conditions etc. mentioned by the bidders in their tenders.

b) The Purchaser will examine the Tenders to determine whether they are complete,
whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been
furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed stamped.

€) The Purchaser’s determination of a Tender’s responsiveness is to be based on the
contents of the tender itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

d) The tenders will be scrutinized to determine whether they are complete and meet the
essential and important requirements, conditions etc. as prescribed in the Tender
document.

Non- responsive tender :- Non submission of the following are some of the important

g) Poor/unsatisfactory past performance.

Discrepancies in Prices: The Bidder(s) shall quote Rate up-to two decimals only. Bidder(s)

Additional Factors and Parameters for Evaluation and Ranking of Responsive

Tenders:

A. The purchaser’s evaluation of a tender will take into account the following:

The Purchaser reserves the right to give the price preference to small-scale sectors etc.
and purchase preference to central public sector undertakings as per the instruction in
vogue while evaluating, comparing and ranking the responsive tenders.

B. Purchase Preference to Local Suppliers
In pursuance of Government of India Order no. P-45021/2/2017-B.E.-1l dated
15/06/2017 purchase preference shall be given to local suppliers in all procurements
undertaken by procuring entities in the manner specified hereunder:

a. In procurement of goods in respect of which the Nodal Ministry has communicated

provisions of sub-paragraph b or c, as the case may be, shall apply
b. In the procurements of goods which are not covered by paragraph (a) above and
which are divisible in nature, the following procedure shall be followed:

i) Among all qualified bids, the lowest bid will be termed as L1. If L1 is from a
local supplier, the contract for full quantity will be awarded to L1.

i) 1f L1 bid is not from a local supplier, 50% of the order quantity shall be awarded
to L1. Thereafter, the lowest bidder among the local suppliers will be invited to
match the L1 price for the remaining 50% quantity subject to the local supplier’s
quoted price falling within the margin of purchase preference, and contract for
that quantity shall be awarded to such local supplier subject to matching the L1
price. In case such lowest eligible local supplier fails to match the L1 price or
accepts less than the offered quantity, the next higher local supplier within the
margin of purchase preference shall be invited to match the L1 price for
remaining quantity and so on, and contract shall be awarded accordingly. In case
some quantity is still left uncovered on local suppliers, then such balance
quantity may also be ordered on the L1 bidder.

C. Exemption of small purchases: Notwithstanding anything contained in paragraph 1
above, procurements where the estimated value to be procured is less than Rs 5 lakhs
shall be exempt from this Order. However, it shall be ensured by procuring entities that
procurement is not split for the purpose of avoiding the provisions of this Order.

D. Minimum local content: The minimum local content shall ordinarily be 50%. The
Nodal Ministry may prescribe a higher or lower percentage in respect of any particular
item and may also prescribe the manner of calculation of local content.

E. Margin of Purchase Preference The margin of purchase preference shall be 20%

Bidder’s capability to perform the contract:

a) The purchaser, through the above process of tender scrutiny and tender evaluation will
determine to its satisfaction whether the bidder, whose tender has been determined as
the lowest evaluated responsive tender is eligible, qualified and capable in all respects
to perform the contract satisfactorily. If, there is more than one schedule in the Schedule
of Requirements, then, such determination will be made separately for each schedule.

b) The above-mentioned determinations will inter-alia take into account the bidder’s
financial, technical and production capabilities for satisfying all the requirements of the
purchaser as incorporated in the Tender document. Such determination will be based
upon scrutiny and examination of all relevant data and details submitted by the bidder
in its tender as well as such other allied information as deemed appropriate by the
purchaser.

Contacting the Purchaser: In case a bidder attempts to influence the purchaser in the

purchaser’s decision on scrutiny, comparison & evaluation of tenders and awarding the

contract, the tender of the bidder shall be liable for rejection in addition to appropriate
administrative actions being taken against that bidder, as deemed fit by the purchaser.

Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices: It is required by all concerned namely the

Consignee/Bidders/Suppliers etc to observe the highest standard of ethics during the

procurement and execution of such contracts. In pursuance of this policy, the Purchaser

defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows: -

a) “corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of anything of
value to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract

b) “fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a
procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of the Purchaser,
and includes collusive practice among Bidders (prior to or after Tender submission)
designed to establish Tender prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive
the Purchaser of the benefits of free and open competition;

c) will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award
has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in question;

d) Will declare a firm ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be
awarded a contract by the purchaser if it at any time determines that the firm has engaged
in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing the contract.

Bidder might be required to demonstrate the system at the discretion of the institute.

Signing of Contract: The successful bidder shall execute an agreement for ensuring

satisfactory supply, installation, commissioning and the after sales service/support during the

comprehensive warranty period and during the Comprehensive Annual Maintenance Contract

The Director reserves the right to accept or reject any or all tenders without assigning

reasons.

The Director reserves the right to modify, add or delete any terms & conditions of the

contract as and when required.

GENERAL TERMS & CONDITIONS

Use of contract documents and information

(i) The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the
contract or any provision thereof including any specification, drawing, sample or any
information furnished by or on behalf of the purchaser in connection therewith, to any
person other than the person(s) employed by the supplier in the performance of the
contract emanating from this Tender document. Further, any such disclosure to any
such employed person shall be made in confidence and only so far as necessary for the
purposes of such performance for this contract.

(i) Further, the supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, make use
of any document or information mentioned in this tender except for the sole purpose of
performing this contract.

(iii)Except the contract issued to the supplier, each and every other document mentioned in
tender shall remain the property of the purchaser and, if advised by the purchaser, all
copies of all such documents shall be returned to the purchaser on completion of the
supplier’s performance and obligations under this contract.

Patent Rights: The supplier shall, at all times, indemnify and keep indemnified the

purchaser, free of cost, against all claims which may arise in respect of goods & services

to be provided by the supplier under the contract for infringement of any intellectual
property rights or any other right protected by patent, registration of designs or trademarks.

In the event of any such claim in respect of alleged breach of patent, registered designs,

trademarks etc. being made against the purchaser, the purchaser shall notify the supplier of

the same and the supplier shall, at his own expenses take care of the same for settlement
without any liability to the purchaser.

Technical Evaluation:

(i) Detailed technical evaluation shall be carried out by Institute pursuant to conditions in
the tender document to determine the substantial responsiveness of each tender. For this
clause, the substantially responsive bid is one that conforms to all the eligibility and
terms and condition of the tender without any material deviation. The Institute’s
determination of bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself
without recourse to extrinsic evidence. The Institute shall evaluate the technical bids also

to determine whether they are complete, whether required sureties have been furnished,
whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the bids arein order.

(iif)Financial bids of only those bidders who quality the technical criteria will be opened
provided all other requirements are fulfilled.

(iv)AIIMS Mangalagiri shall have right to accept or reject any or all tenders without
assigning any reasons thereof

Sample/Demonstration:

i. The tenderer may be asked for demonstrate the material sample as and when required
by the Institute for quality evaluation and all the expenses for demonstration will be
borne by the tenderer. Purchase will be done only after the approval of the quality of
the product by the Competent Authority.

ii. The firms are intimated that they should get ready for demonstration and only one-
week time will be provided for arrangement of demonstration and no request for
extending time for demonstration will be entertained. Failure to demonstrate, their
offer will be summarily rejected.

Financial Evaluation: The financial bid shall be opened of only those bidders who have

been found to be technically eligible. The financial bids shall be opened in presence of

representatives of technically eligible bidders, who may like to be present. The institute
shall inform the date, place and time for opening of financial bid.

Arithmetical errors shall be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy

between the unit price and total price that is, the unit price shall prevail and the total price

shall be corrected by the Institute. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the
lesser amount shall be considered as valid. If the Supplier does not accept the correction of
the errors, his bid shall be rejected.
