b. An undertaking from the original Manufacturer is required stating that they would
facilitate the bidder on regular basis with technology/product updates and extend
support for the warranty as well.

. Performance Security: -

a) The Successful Contractor will be required to furnish an amount 3% of total purchase
value as a performance security in the form of Fixed Deposit Receipt or Bank Guarantee
from any Nationalized Bank duly pledged in the name of the " AIIMS, Mangalagiri "
payable at Mangalagiri within 2 weeks from the award of contract.

d) Equipment download time should never be more than a week. The dealer shall provide
a standby machine in case the machine downtime due to repairs is expected to be more
than 30 days as the patient services should not be affected.

e) The equipment and all accessories should be installed, tested and commissioned at the
department of ENT, AIIMS Mangalagiri free of cost.

f) The supplier must train the technical staff and faculty of the institute, regarding all the
operations available on the system.

g) The Warranty charges shall not be quoted separately otherwise the offer shall be
summarily rejected.
