a) The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the
contract or any provision thereof including any specification, drawing, sample or any
information furnished by or on behalf of the purchaser in connection therewith, to any
person other than the person(s) employed by the supplier in the performance of the
contract emanating from this Tender document. Further, any such disclosure to any
such employed person shall be made in confidence and only so far as necessary for the
purposes of such performance for this contract.

b) Further, the supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, make use
of any document or information mentioned in this tender except for the sole purpose of
performing this contract.

c) Except the contract issued to the supplier, each and every other document mentioned in
tender shall remain the property of the purchaser and, if advised by the purchaser, all
copies of all such documents shall be returned to the purchaser on completion of the
supplier’s performance and obligations under this contract.

. Patent Rights: The supplier shall, at all times, indemnify and keep indemnified the

Assignment: The bidder shall not assign, either in whole or in part, its contractual duties,

responsibilities and obligations to perform the contract, except with the Purchaser’s prior

written permission.

Sub Contracts

The
bill in triplicate may be sent to this office for settlement after satisfactorily completion of
work. The bill should have full particulars of the items(s) and submitted on monthly basis.
No payment shall be made in advance nor shall the loan from any bank or financial
institutions be recommended on the basis of the order of award of work.

The contractor shall submit the bill only after successfully completion of work to the
satisfaction of the AIIMS Mangalagiri, on receipt of a pre-receipted bill invoice from the
Contractor the case of issuing sanction and passing of bill for payment will be initiated.
