Bidders are required to enroll on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public
Procurement Portal (URL: https:/eprocure.gov.in/ ) by clicking on the link “Online
bidder Enrollment” on the CPP Portal which is free of charge.

As part of the enrollment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique
username and assign a password for their accounts.

Bidders are advised to register their valid email address and mobile numbers as part
of the registration process. These would be used for any communication from the CPP
Portal.

Upon enrollment, the bidders will be required to register their valid Digital Signature
Certificate (Class III Certificates with signing key usage) issued by any Certifying
Authority recognized by CCA India (e.g., Sify / nCode / eMudhra etc.), with their
profile.

c) Bidders are requested to note that they should necessarily submit their financial bids
in the format provided and no other format is acceptable.

Tenders will be evaluated on the basis of the terms & conditions already incorporated
in the tender document, based on which tenders have been received and the terms,
conditions etc. mentioned by the bidders in their tenders.

The Purchaser will examine the Tenders to determine whether they are complete,
whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been
furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed stamped.

The purchaser’s evaluation of a tender will take into account the following:

The Purchaser reserves the right to give the price preference to small-scale sectors etc.
and purchase preference to central public sector undertakings as per the instruction in
vogue while evaluating, comparing and ranking the responsive tenders.

Purchase Preference to Local Suppliers
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In pursuance of Government of India Order no. P-45021/2/2017-B.E.-1I dated
15/06/2017 purchase preference shall be given to local suppliers in all procurements
undertaken by procuring entities in the manner specified hereunder:

a. In procurement of goods in respect of which the Nodal Ministry has communicated
that there is sufficient local capacity and local competition, and where the estimated
value of procurement is Rs. 50 lakhs or less, only local suppliers shall be eligible. If
the estimated value of procurement of such goods is more than Rs. 50 lakhs, the
provisions of sub-paragraph b or ¢, as the case may be, shall apply

b. In the procurements of goods which are not covered by paragraph (a) above and
which are divisible in nature, the following procedure shall be followed:

1) Among all qualified bids, the lowest bid will be termed as L1. If L1 is from a
local supplier, the contract for full quantity will be awarded to L1.

i1) IfL1 bid is not from a local supplier, 50% of the order quantity shall be awarded
to L1. Thereafter, the lowest bidder among the local suppliers will be invited to
match the L1 price for the remaining 50% quantity subject to the local supplier’s
quoted price falling within the margin of purchase preference, and contract for
that quantity shall be awarded to such local supplier subject to matching the L1
price. In case such lowest eligible local supplier fails to match the L1 price or
accepts less than the offered quantity, the next higher local supplier within the
margin of purchase preference shall be invited to match the L1 price for
remaining quantity and so on, and contract shall be awarded accordingly. In case
some quantity is still left uncovered on local suppliers, then such balance
quantity may also be ordered on the L1 bidder.

c. Inprocurements of goods not covered by subparagraph (a) above and which are not
divisible, and in procurement of services where the bid is evaluated on price alone,
the following procedure shall be followed:

1) Among all qualified bids, the lowest bid will be termed as L1. If L1 is from a
local supplier, the contract will be awarded to L1.

i1) If L1 is not from a local supplier, the lowest bidder among the local suppliers
will be invited to match the L1 price subject to local supplier’s quoted price
falling within the margin of purchase preference, and the contract shall be
awarded to such local supplier subject to matching the L1 price.

ii1) In case such lowest eligible local supplier fails to match the L1 price, the local
supplier with the next higher bid within the margin of purchase preference shall
be invited to match the L1 price and so on and contract shall be awarded
accordingly. In case none of the local suppliers within the margin of purchase
preference matches the L1 price, then the contract may be awarded to the L1
bidder.

C. Exemption of small purchases: Notwithstanding anything contained in paragraph 1
above, procurements where the estimated value to be procured is less than Rs 5 lakhs
shall be exempt from this Order. However, it shall be ensured by procuring entities that
procurement is not split for the purpose of avoiding the provisions of this Order.

D. Minimum local content: The minimum local content shall ordinarily be 50%. The
Nodal Ministry may prescribe a higher or lower percentage in respect of any particular
item and may also prescribe the manner of calculation of local content.

E. Margin of Purchase Preference The margin of purchase preference shall be 20%

13. Bidder’s capability to perform the contract:

a) The purchaser, through the above process of tender scrutiny and tender evaluation will
determine to its satisfaction whether the bidder, whose tender has been determined as
the lowest evaluated responsive tender is eligible, qualified and capable in all respects

to perform the contract satisfactorily. If, there is more than one schedule in the Schedule
of Requirements, then, such determination will be made separately for each schedule.

b) The above-mentioned determinations will inter-alia take into account the bidder’s
financial, technical and production capabilities for satisfying all the requirements of the
purchaser as incorporated in the Tender document. Such determination will be based
upon scrutiny and examination of all relevant data and details submitted by the bidder
in its tender as well as such other allied information as deemed appropriate by the
purchaser.

Contacting the Purchaser: In case a bidder attempts to influence the purchaser in the

purchaser’s decision on scrutiny, comparison & evaluation of tenders and awarding the
