issued by competent authority, if applicable.

xiv)  Documentary evidence stating the status of bidder.

List of procurement agencies of repute to which the tendered product have
been supplied during last 12 months.

xvi)  Self-attested copies of annual report, audited balance sheet and profit & loss

account for preceding three years from the date of tender opening.

xvii) Notarized affidavit that tenderer does not have any relation with the person

authorized to evaluate technically or involve in finalizing the tender or will
decide the use of tendered items.

xviii) A self-declaration on Rs. 100/-non-judicial Stamp Paper that the rates quoted

in the tender are the lowest and not quoted less than this to any Government
Institution (State/Central/ other Institute in India).

13.5 Additional information and instruction on Duties and Taxes:

13.5.11If the Tenderer desires to ask for GST or any other taxes to be paid extra, the same
must be specifically stated. In the absence of any such stipulation the price will be
taken inclusive of such taxes and no claim for the same will be entertained later.

13.5.2Local Duties & Taxes, if any applicable:

Normally, goods to be supplied to government departments against government

contracts are exempted from levy of town duty, Octroi duty, terminal tax and other

levies of local bodies. However, on some occasions, the local bodies (like town
body, municipal body etc.) as per their regulations allow such exemptions only on
production of certificate to this effect from the concerned government department.

13.5.3Customs Duty:

The Purchaser will pay/reimburse the Customs duty wherever applicable upon

submission of documentary evidence.

13.5.4Goods and Services Tax (GST):

a. If a tenderer asks for Goods and Services Tax to be paid extra, the rate and
nature of Goods and Services Tax applicable should be shown separately. The
Goods and Services Tax will be paid as per the rate at which it is liable to be
assessed or has actually been assessed provided the transaction is legally
liable to Goods and Services Tax and is payable as per the terms of the
contract. If any refund of Tax is received at a later date, the Supplier must
return the amount forth-with to the purchaser.

b. In case within the delivery period stipulated in the contract, there is an
increase in the statutory taxes like GST, Custom Duty, or fresh imposition of
taxes which may be levied in respect of the goods and services specified in the
contract, reimbursement of these statutory variation shall be allowed to the
extent of actual quantum of taxes paid by the supplier. This benefit, however,
cannot be availed by the supplier in case the period of delivery is extended due
to unexcused delay by the supplier.

c. But nevertheless, the Purchaser/Consignee shall be entitled to the benefit of
any decrease in price on account of reduction in or remission of customs duty
and/or GST or any other duty or tax or levy or on account of any other
grounds. In case of downward revision in taxes/duties, the actual quantum of
reduction of excise duty must be reimbursed to the purchaser by the supplier.
All such adjustments shall include all reliefs, exemptions, rebates, concession
etc. if any obtained by the supplier.

13.6 For transportation of imported goods offered from abroad, relevant instructions as
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incorporated under GCC Clause 10 shall be followed.

For insurance of goods to be supplied, relevant instructions as provided under

GCC Clause 11 shall be followed.

Unless otherwise specifically indicated in this TE document, the terms FCA, FOB,

FAS, CIF, CIP, DDP etc. for imported goods offered from abroad, shall be governed

by the rules & regulations prescribed in the current edition of INCOTERMS,

published by the International Chamber of Commerce, Paris

The need for indication of all such price components by the tenderers, as required

in this clause (viz., GIT clause 13) is for the purpose of comparison of the tenders

by the purchaser and will no way restrict the purchaser’s right to award the
contract on the selected tenderer on any of the terms offered.

Indian Agent

If a foreign tenderer has engaged an agent in India in connection with its tender,

the foreign tenderer, in addition to indicating Indian agent’s commission, if any, in

a manner described under GIT sub clause 12.2 above, shall also furnish the

following information:

d) A copy of agreement between the Agent & their principal detailing the terms &
conditions as well as services and after sales services as above to be rendered
by the agent and the precise relationship between them and their mutual
interest in the business as laid out in section VII (Technical specifications).

e) Principal’s/Manufacturer’s original Proforma Invoice with the price bid

Firm Price
Unless otherwise specified in the SIT, prices quoted by the tenderer shall remain
firm and fixed during the currency of the contract and not subject to variation on
any account. Bidders are requested to quote BOQ wise unit price (uniform unit
prices must be quoted for same BOQ items across India) and total price. If a firm
quotes NIL Charges/ consideration, the bid shall be treated as unresponsive and
will not be considered.

Alternative Tenders

Alternative Tenders are not permitted.

However, the Tenderers can quote alternate models meeting the tender

Documents Establishing Tenderer’s Eligibility and Qualifications

The documentary evidence needed to establish the tenderers qualifications shall

fulfil the following requirements:

a) In case the tenderer offers to supply goods, which are manufactured by some
other firm, the tenderer has been duly authorised by the goods manufacturer
to quote for and supply the goods to the purchaser. The tenderer shall submit
the manufacturer’s authorization letter to this effect as per the standard form
provided under Section XIII in this document.

b) The tenderer has the required financial, technical and production capability
necessary to perform the contract and, further, it meets the qualification
criteria incorporated in the Section IX in these documents.
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c) in case the tenderer is not doing business in India, it is duly represented by an
agent stationed in India fully equipped and able to carry out the required
contractual functions and duties of the supplier including after sale service,
maintenance & repair etc. of the goods in question, stocking of spare parts
and fast-moving components and other obligations, if any, specified in the
conditions of contract and/or technical specifications.

Documents establishing good’s Conformity to TE document.

Mangalagiri — Receipts) or payment online in an acceptable form safeguarding

the purchaser’s interest in all respects.

Unsuccessful tenderers” earnest money will be returned to them without any

interest, after expiry of the tender validity period, but not later than thirty days

after conclusion of the resultant contract. Successful tenderers earnest money will
be returned without any interest, after receipt of performance security from that
tenderer.

Earnest Money is required to protect the purchaser against the risk of the

Tenderer’s conduct, which would warrant the forfeiture of the EMD. Earnest
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money of a tenderer will be forfeited, if the tenderer withdraws or amends its
tender or impairs or derogates from the tender in any respect within the period of
validity of its tender or if it comes to notice that the information/documents
furnished in its tender is incorrect, false, misleading or forged without prejudice to
other rights of the purchaser. The successful tenderer’s earnest money will be
forfeited without prejudice to other rights of Purchaser if it fails to furnish the
required performance security within the specified period.

Tender Validity

If not mentioned otherwise in the SIT, the tenders shall remain valid for
acceptance for a period of 180 days (One hundred and Eighty days) after the date
of tender opening prescribed in the TE document.

d) Compliance of all terms and conditions of TED like- warranty, CMC, delivery
period, delivery terms, payment terms, Liquidated Damages Clause,
Arbitration clause, etc.

Govt Dept/ Agencies

f) Copy of PAN and GST.

g) Certificate of Incorporation/ or a Declaration in case the firm is being a
proprietary firm.

Account) completed till March 2021, in pdf format.

i) Name, address and details of account with respect to bidder and/or
beneficiary of LC.

In case the specified date of tender opening falls on / is subsequently declared a
holiday or closed day for the purchaser, the tenders will be opened at the
appointed time and place on the next working day.

Authorized representatives of the tenderers, who have submitted tenders on time,
may attend the tender opening provided they bring with them letters of authority
from the corresponding tenderers.

The tender opening official(s) will prepare a list of the representatives attending the
tender opening. The list will contain the representatives” names & signatures and
corresponding tenderers” names and addresses.

This being a Two - Tender system, the Techno - Commercial Tenders are to be
opened in the first instance, at the prescribed time and date as indicated in NIT.
These Tenders shall be scrutinized and evaluated by the competent committee/
authority with reference to parameters prescribed in the TE document. During the
Techno - Commercial Tender opening, the tender opening official(s) will read the
salient features of the tenders like brief description of the goods offered, delivery
period, Earnest Money Deposit and any other special features of the tenders, as
deemed fit by the tender opening official(s). Thereafter, in the second stage, the
Price Tenders of only the Techno - Commercially acceptable offers (as decided in
the first stage) shall be opened for further scrutiny and evaluation on a date
notified after the evaluation of the Techno- Commercial tender.

SCRUTINY AND EVALUATION OF TENDERS

Basic Principle

Tenders will be evaluated on the basis of the terms & conditions already

incorporated in the TE document, based on which tenders have been received and

the terms, conditions etc. mentioned by the tenderers in their tenders. No new

condition will be brought in while scrutinizing and evaluating the tenders.

Scrutiny of Tenders

The Purchaser will examine the Tenders to determine whether they are complete,

whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties

have been furnished and, whether the documents uploaded are in legible form.

The Purchaser’s determination of a Tender’s responsiveness is to be based on the

contents of the tender itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence

The tenders will be scrutinized to determine whether they are complete and meet

the essential and important requirements, conditions etc. as prescribed in the TE

document. The tenders, which do not meet the basic requirements, are liable to be

treated as non-responsive and will be summarily ignored.

The following are some of the important aspects, for which a tender shall be

declared non- responsive during the evaluation and will be ignored;

(i) Tender validity is shorter than the required period.

(ii) Required EMD (Amount, validity etc.) or its exemption documents have not
been provided.

(il Tenderer has quoted for goods manufactured by other manufacturer(s)
without the required Manufacturer’s Authorisation Form as per Section XIII.

(iv)  Tenderer has not agreed to give the required performance security of
required amount in an acceptable form in terms of GCC clause 5, read with
modification, if any, in Section — V — “Special Conditions of Contract”, for
due performance of the contract.

(V) Poor/ unsatisfactory past performance.
(v  Tenderers who stand deregistered/banned/blacklisted by any Govt.
Authorities.

(vii)  Tenderer is not eligible as per GIT Clauses 5.1 & 17.1.
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(viij Tenderer has not quoted for the entire quantity as specified in the List of
Requirements/ BOQ for the quoted schedule.

(ix) Tenderer has not agreed to other essential condition(s) specially
incorporated in the tender enquiry, like delivery terms, delivery schedule,
terms of payment, liquidated damages clause, warranty clause, dispute
resolution mechanism, applicable law etc.

(%) A tenderer quoting imported goods located within India shall produce
documentary evidence of the goods having been imported and already
located within India (i.e. Bills of Entry for the quoted items and a self-
declaration confirming that the quoted items were imported for the purpose
of storage in bidder warehouse and for further sale), along with their
techno-commercial bid.

(xi) The Integrity pact (At Appendix-B) shall be a part and parcel of this document
and has to be signed by bidder(s) at the pre-tendering stage itself, as a pre-
bid obligation and should be submitted along with the Techno-Commercial
Bids. All bidders are bound to comply with the integrity pact clauses. Bids
submitted without signing the integrity pact will be rejected without assigning
any reason.

Minor Informality/Irregularity/Non-Conformity
If during the preliminary examination, the purchaser find any minor informality
and/ or irregularity and/ or non-conformity in a tender, the purchaser may waive
the same provided it does not constitute any material deviation and financial
impact and, also, does not prejudice or affect the ranking order of the tenders.
Wherever necessary, the purchaser will convey its observation on such “minor”
issues to the tenderer by registered/ speed post etc. asking the tenderer to
respond by a specified date. If the tenderer does not reply by the specified date or
gives evasive reply without clarifying the point at issue in clear terms, that tender
will be liable to be ignored.
Discrepancies in Prices
If, in the price structure quoted by a tenderer, there is discrepancy between the
unit price and the total price (which is obtained by multiplying the unit price by
the quantity), the unit price shall prevail and the total price corrected accordingly,
unless the purchaser feels that the tenderer has made a mistake in placing the
decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as quoted shall
prevail over the unit price and the unit price corrected accordingly.

If there is an error in a total price, which has been worked out through addition

If there is a discrepancy between the amount expressed in words and figures, the

amount in words shall prevail, subject to sub clause 29.1 and 29.2 above.

If, as per the judgement of the purchaser, there is any such arithmetical

discrepancy in a tender, the same will be suitably conveyed to the tenderer by

registered / speed post. If the tenderer does not agree to the observation of the
purchaser, the tender is liable to be ignored.

The successful tenderer must furnish to the
purchaser the required performance security within twenty one days from the date
of dispatch of this notification, failing which the EMD will forfeited and the award
will be cancelled. Relevant details about the performance security have been
provided under GCC Clause 5 undersection IV.

The Notification of Award shall constitute the conclusion of the Contract.

Issue of Contract

Promptly after notification of award, the Purchaser/Consignee will mail the
contract form (as per Section XIV) duly completed and signed, in duplicate, to the
successful tenderer by registered / speed post.

Within twenty-one days from the date of the contract, the successful tenderer
shall return the original copy of the contract, duly signed and dated, to the
Purchaser/Consignee by registered/ speed post.

— Termination of default.

Return of EMD

The earnest money of the successful tenderer and the unsuccessful tenderers will

be returned to them without any interest, whatsoever, in terms of GIT Clause

19.6.

Publication of Tender Result

be mentioned in the notice board/bulletin/web site of the purchaser.

Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices

Inspection, Testing and Quality Control

The purchaser and/or its nominated representative(s) will, without any extra cost
to the purchaser, inspect and/or test the ordered goods and the related services to
confirm their conformity to the contract specifications and other quality control
details incorporated in the contract. The purchaser shall inform the supplier in
advance, in writing, the purchaser’s programme for such inspection and, also the
identity of the officials to be deputed for this purpose. “The cost towards the
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transportation, boarding and lodging will be borne by the purchaser and/or its
nominated representative(s) for the first visit. In case the goods are rejected in the
first instance and the supplier requests for re-inspection, and if same is accepted
by purchaser/consignee/PSA/PA, all subsequent inspections shall be at the cost
of the supplier. The expense will be to and fro Economy Airfare, Local Conveyance,
Boarding and Lodging of the inspection team for the inspection period.”

The Technical Specification and Quality Control Requirements incorporated in the
contract shall specify what inspections and tests are to be carried out and, also,
where and how they are to be conducted. If such inspections and tests are
conducted in the premises of the supplier or its subcontractor(s), all reasonable
facilities and assistance, including access to relevant drawings, design details and
production data, shall be furnished by the supplier to the purchaser’s inspector at
no charge to the purchaser.

If during such inspections and tests the contracted goods fail to conform to the
required specifications and standards, the purchaser’s inspector may reject them
and the supplier shall either replace the rejected goods or make all alterations
necessary to meet the specifications and standards, as required, free of cost to the
purchaser and resubmit the same to the purchaser’s inspector for conducting the
inspections and tests again.

In case the contract stipulates pre-dispatch inspection of the ordered goods at
supplier’s premises, the supplier shall put up the goods for such inspection to the
purchaser’s inspector well ahead of the contractual delivery period, so that the
purchaser’s inspector is able to complete the inspection within the contractual
delivery period.

If the supplier tenders the goods to the purchaser’s inspector for inspection at the
last moment without providing reasonable time to the inspector for completing the
inspection within the contractual delivery period, the inspector may carry out the
inspection and complete the formality beyond the contractual delivery period at
the risk and expense of the supplier. The fact that the goods have been inspected
after the contractual delivery period will not have the effect of keeping the contract
alive and this will be without any prejudice to the legal rights and remedies
available to the purchaser under the terms & conditions of the contract.

The purchaser’s/consignee’s contractual right to inspect, test and, if necessary,
reject the goods after the goods’ arrival at the final destination shall have no
bearing of the fact that the goods have previously been inspected and cleared by
purchaser’s inspector during pre-dispatch inspection mentioned above.

Terms of Delivery

In case the delay in the installation and commissioning is due to
handing over of the site to the supplier by the consignee, such extensions of the
insurance will still be done by the supplier, but the insurance extension charges
at actuals will be reimbursed.

Spare parts

supplier, subject to the condition that such purchase of the spare parts shall not

relieve the supplier of any contractual obligation including warranty obligations;

In case the production of the spare parts is discontinued:

i) Sufficient advance notice to the Purchaser/Consignee before such
discontinuation to provide adequate time to the purchaser to purchase the

ii) The supplier shall be responsible for undertaking the supply of any such spare
part for the proper up keeping of equipment for a period of 10 years including
the warranty and CMC periods.

Supplier shall carry sufficient inventories to assure ex-stock supply of

Incidental services

Subject to the stipulation, if any, in the SCC (Section — V), List of Requirements
(Section — VI) and the Technical Specification (Section — VII), the supplier shall be
required to perform the following services.

The supplier shall not claim any interest on payments under the contract.

Where there is a statutory requirement for tax deduction at source, such

deduction towards income tax and other tax as applicable will be made from the

bills payable to the Supplier at rates as notified from time to time.

Irrevocable & non — transferable LC shall be opened by the Purchaser. However, if

the supplier requests specifically to open confirmed LC, the extra charges would

be borne by the supplier. If LC is required to be extended and/or amended for

reasons not attributable to the purchaser/consignee, the charges thereof shall be

borne by the supplier.

The payment shall be made in the currency / currencies authorised in the

contract.

The supplier shall send its claim for payment in writing, when contractually due,

along with relevant documents etc., duly signed with date, to respective

consignees.

While claiming payment, the supplier is also to certify in the bill that the payment

being claimed is strictly in terms of the contract and all the obligations on the part

of the supplier for claiming that payment has been fulfilled as required under the

contract.

While claiming reimbursement of duties, taxes etc. (like custom duty and/or GST

or any other taxes) from the Purchaser/Consignee, as and if permitted under the

contract, the supplier shall also certify that, in case it gets any refund out of such

taxes and duties from the concerned authorities at a later date, it (the supplier)

shall refund to the Purchaser/Consignee forthwith.

Delivery

The supplier shall deliver the goods and perform the services under the contract
within the time schedule specified by the Purchaser/Consignee in the List of
Requirements and as incorporated in the contract. The time for and the date of
delivery of the goods stipulated in the schedule shall be deemed to be of the
essence of the contract and the delivery must be completed no later than the date
(s) as specified in the contract.

Subject to the provision under GCC clause 26, any unexcused delay by the
supplier in maintaining its contractual obligations towards delivery of goods and
performance of services shall render the supplier liable to any or all of the
following sanctions:
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Imposition of liquidated damages,
Forfeiture of its performance security and
Termination of the contract for default.
If at any time during the currency of the contract, the supplier encounters
conditions hindering timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the
supplier shall promptly inform the Purchaser/Consignee in writing about the
same and its likely duration and make a request to the Purchaser/Consignee for
extension of the delivery schedule accordingly. On receiving the supplier’s
communication, the Purchaser/Consignee shall examine the situation as soon as
possible and, at its discretion, may agree to extend the delivery schedule, with or
without liquidated damages for completion of supplier’s contractual obligations by
issuing an amendment to the contract.

When the period of delivery is extended due to unexcused delay by the supplier,

the amendment letter extending the delivery period shall, interalia contain the

following conditions:

(@) The Purchaser/Consignee shall recover from the supplier, under the
provisions of the clause 23 of the General Conditions of Contract, liquidated
damages on the goods and services, which the Supplier has failed to deliver
within the delivery period stipulated in the contract.

(b) That no increase in price on account of any ground, whatsoever, including
any stipulation in the contract for increase in price on any other ground
and, also including statutory increase in or fresh imposition of customs
duty and/or GST or on account of any other tax or duty which may be
levied in respect of the goods and services specified in the contract, which
takes place after the date of delivery stipulated in the contract shall be
admissible on such of the said goods and services as are delivered and
performed after the date of the delivery stipulated in the contract.

(c) But nevertheless, the Purchaser/Consignee shall be entitled to the benefit
of any decrease in price on account of reduction in or remission of customs
duty and/or GST or any other duty or tax or levy or on account of any other
grounds, which takes place after the expiry of the date of delivery stipulated
in the contract.

The supplier shall not dispatch the goods after expiry of the delivery period. The
supplier is required to apply to the Purchaser/Consignee for extension of delivery
period and obtain the same before dispatch. In case the supplier dispatches the
goods without obtaining an extension, it would be doing so at its own risk and no
claim for payment for such supply and / or any other expense related to such
supply shall lie against the purchaser.

22.6 Passing of Property:

Liquidated damages

Subject to GCC clause 26, if the supplier fails to deliver or install /commission
any or all of the goods or fails to perform the services within the time frame(s)
incorporated in the contract including opening of office in India as per the
undertaking given in the qualification criteria, the Purchaser/Consignee shall,
without prejudice to other rights and remedies available to the
Purchaser/Consignee under the contract, deduct from the contract price, as
liquidated damages, a sum equivalent to 0.5% per week of delay or part thereof on
delayed supply of goods, installation, commissioning and/or services until actual
delivery or performance subject to a maximum of 10% of the contract price. Once
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the maximum is reached Purchaser/Consignee may consider termination of the
contract as per GCC 24. Since the Liquidated damages are in virtue of non-
performance of services, it will attract GST or any other applicable taxes which in
turn shall be deducted from the bidder.

During the above-mentioned delayed period of supply and / or performance, the
conditions incorporated under GCC sub-clause 22.4 above shall also apply.
Termination for default

The Purchaser/Consignee, without prejudice to any other contractual rights and
remedies available to it (the Purchaser/Consignee), may, by written notice of
default sent to the supplier, terminate the contract in whole or in part, if the
supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods or fails to perform any other
contractual obligation(s) within the time period specified in the contract, or within
any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser/Consignee pursuant to GCC sub-
clauses 22.3 and 22.4.

In the event the Purchaser/Consignee terminates the contract in whole or in part,
pursuant to GCC sub-clause 24.1 above, the Purchaser/Consignee may procure
goods and/or services similar to those cancelled, with such terms and conditions
and in such manner as it deems fit and the supplier shall be liable to the
Purchaser/Consignee for the extra expenditure, if any, incurred by the
Purchaser/Consignee for arranging such procurement.

Unless otherwise instructed by the Purchaser/Consignee, the supplier shall
continue to perform the contract to the extent not terminated.

Termination for insolvency

If the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent, the purchaser reserves
the right to terminate the contract at any time, by serving written notice to the
supplier without any compensation, whatsoever, to the supplier, subject to further
condition that such termination will not prejudice or affect the rights and
remedies which have accrued and / or will accrue thereafter to the
Purchaser/Consignee.

Force Majeure

Notwithstanding the provisions contained in GCC clauses 22, 23 and 24, the
supplier shall not be liable for imposition of any such sanction so long the delay
and/or failure of the supplier in fulfilling its obligations under the contract is the
result of an event of Force Majeure.

For purposes of this clause, Force Majeure means an event beyond the control of
the supplier and not involving the supplier’s fault or negligence and which is not
foreseeable and not brought about at the instance of, the party claiming to be
affected by such event and which has caused the non - performance or delay in
performance. Such events may include, but are not restricted to, wars or
revolutions, hostility, acts of public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires,
floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes excluding by its
employees, lockouts excluding by its management, and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the supplier shall promptly notify the
Purchaser/Consignee in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof within
twenty-one days of occurrence of such event. Unless otherwise directed by the
Purchaser/Consignee in writing, the supplier shall continue to perform its
obligations under the contract as far as reasonably practical, and shall seek all
reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure
event.

If the performance in whole or in part or any obligation under this contract is
prevented or delayed by any reason of Force Majeure for a period exceeding sixty
days, either party may at its option terminate the contract without any financial
repercussion on either side.

In case due to a Force Majeure event the Purchaser/Consignee is unable to fulfil
its contractual commitment and responsibility, the Purchaser/Consignee will
notify the supplier accordingly and subsequent actions taken on similar lines
described in above sub-paragraphs.
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Termination for convenience
The Purchaser/Consignee reserves the right to terminate the contract, in whole or
in part for its (Purchaser’s/Consignee’s) convenience, by serving written notice on
the supplier at any time during the currency of the contract. The notice shall
specify that the termination is for the convenience of the Purchaser/Consignee.
The notice shall also indicate interalia, the extent to which the supplier’s
performance under the contract is terminated, and the date with effect from which
such termination will become effective.
The goods and services which are complete and ready in terms of the contract for
delivery and performance within thirty days after the supplier’s receipt of the
notice of termination shall be accepted by the Purchaser/Consignee following the
contract terms, conditions and prices. For the remaining goods and services, the
Purchaser/Consignee may decide:
To get any portion of the balance completed and delivered at the contract
terms, conditions and prices; and / or
To cancel the remaining portion of the goods and services and compensate the
supplier by paying an agreed amount for the cost incurred by the supplier
towards the remaining portion of the goods and services.

Governing language

The contract shall be written in English language following the provision as
contained in GIT clause 4. All correspondence and other documents pertaining to
the contract, which the parties exchange, shall also be written accordingly in that
language.

Notices

29.1 Notice, if any, relating to the contract given by one party to the other, shall be sent
in writing by speed post/ Regd. Post or by email. The procedure will also provide the
sender of the notice, the proof of receipt of the notice by the receiver. The addresses
of the parties for exchanging such notices will be the addresses as incorporated in
the contract.

29.2 The effective date of a notice shall be either the date when delivered to the recipient
or the effective date specifically mentioned in the notice, whichever is later.

Resolution of disputes

If dispute or difference of any kind shall arise between the Purchaser/Consignee
and the supplier in connection with or relating to the contract, the parties shall
make every effort to resolve the same amicably by mutual consultations.

If the parties fail to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual
consultation within twenty- one days of its occurrence, then, unless otherwise
provided in the SCC, either the Purchaser/Consignee or the supplier may give
notice to the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter
provided the applicable arbitration procedure will be as per the Arbitration and
Conciliation Act, 1996 of India or amendments thereof.
