1. Preamble: -

Earnest Money Deposit: EMD amounting to Rs. 50,000/- (Rupees Fifty Thousand only)
(refundable to unsuccessful bidders after award of the contract). The payment shall be

The earnest money shall be valid for a period of sixty (60) days beyond the validity period of
the tender.

vi) Tender currencies: -

vii) Tender Prices:-

6. Bid validity: -

7. Scrutiny and Evaluation of Tenders:-

e The Purchaser will examine the Tenders to determine whether they are complete, whether
any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished,
whether the documents have been properly signed & stamped.

e The Purchaser’s determination of a Tender’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents
of the tender itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

e The tenders will be scrutinized to determine whether they are complete and meet the
essential and important requirements, conditions etc. as prescribed in the Tender document.

f) Bidder has not agreed to other essential condition(s) specially incorporated in the Tender
document like terms of payment, liquidated damages clause, comprehensive warranty
clause, dispute resolution mechanism, and applicable law.

g) Poor/unsatisfactory past performance.

h) Bidders who stand de-registered/ banned/ blacklisted by any Central Govt. Ministries/

i) Bidder has not agreed for the delivery terms and delivery schedule.

9. Discrepancies in Prices: The Bidder(s) shall quote Rate up-to two decimals only. Bidder(s) to
note that only first two decimals shall be considered for evaluation if quotation having more
than two decimals.

10. Additional Factors and Parameters for Evaluation and Ranking of Responsive Tenders:

e L1 will be determined for each of the items in schedule of requirement (Annexure - 6)
separately and contract awarded accordingly.

e In case more than one bidder quoting same L1 price, the bidder with greater number of
years of experience will be selected.

e In case more than one bidder matches the above criteria, then the bidder with higher
turnover will be selected.

Bidder’s capability to perform the contract:

a) The purchaser, through the above process of tender scrutiny and tender evaluation will
determine to its satisfaction whether the bidder, whose tender has been determined as the
lowest evaluated responsive tender is eligible, qualified and capable in all respects to
perform the contract satisfactorily. If, there is more than one schedule in the Schedule of
Requirements, then, such determination will be made separately for each schedule.

b) The above-mentioned determinations will inter-alia take into account the bidder’s financial,
technical and production capabilities for satisfying all the requirements of the purchaser as
incorporated in the Tender document.
